The programme is designed to equip bachelor's-prepared registered nurses with a solid foundation for advanced practice in specialty 

nursing or healthcare management. The emphasis is placed on the development of specialty knowledge and skills that are necessary to the 

provision of healthcare management or therapeutic nursing interventions at an advanced level. Students are also expected to further 

develop their competence in clinical or management decision-making and evidence-based evaluation in their relevant clinical specialty or 

healthcare management area.

Assessment Methods

Graduation Requirements 
For graduation, students are required to have an overall attendance 

of at least 80% and pass all the courses with an overall GPA not 

lower than 2.0. 

Admission Requirements 
The applicant should: 

• be a registered nurse with a valid practising certificate;

• have a bachelor's degree in nursing or related discipline;

• have at least 2 years' post-registration work experience in
healthcare; and

• be currently practising in a specialty area related to the study

stream.
