Clinical Nursing Practice

Clinical nursing practice is an integral part of the programme and is arranged in blocks of field
practice in each academic year. These blocks of clinical practice, with lecturers and clinical mentors
as preceptors, aim at enabling students to apply and consolidate the nursing knowledge and skills
that they have acquired in the following:

* Kindergartens

* Elderly centres, general out-patient clinics

* Various specialties in hospitals, including medicine, surgery, paediatrics and adolescent medicine,
psychiatrics, obstetrics, operation



Programme Structure

The programme comprises eight terms and four clinical practice blocks over a three-year study period,
with the curriculum well designed and integrated to equip students with a strong foundation of
theoretical knowledge and clinical skills. Graduates of the programme will be able to take up different
nursing roles in a wide range of practice settings, including acute hospitals, rehabilitation hospitals
and community settings.
